Learn to Skate at MFSC 

Mississauga Figure Skating Club (MFSC) offers four Learn to Skate programs: 

 PreCanSkate (Ages 3 to 5) 

 CanSkate (Ages 5 and older) 

 Parent and Tot (Fall only) (Ages 2 to 4) 

 Adult CanSkate (Ages 18 and Up) 
 

PRE-CANSKATE is a 30 minute learn-to-skate program, especially designed for those participants who are 3-5 
years of age. Lessons are in a group format and led by an Nationally Certified Professional Coach with the assis-
tance of trained Program Assistants.  
 

CANSKATE is Skate Canada's flagship learn-to-skate program. It teaches the fundamentals of skating in a progres-
sive and sequential manner. Designed for beginners of all ages, the focus is on fun, participation and basic skill 
development.  
 

ADULT CANSKATE is a 40 minute session that follows the same format as the CanSkate program, with the excep-
tion of badges and incentives. Lessons are in a group format and led by an Nationally Certified Professional Coach. 
No previous skating experience is required.   
 

PARENT AND TOT is a 30 minute session designed so young children can experience skating for the first time in 
the company of a parent. The same parent must accompany the skater on the ice for each class. The parent must 
be able to skate forwards and backwards, and stop on the ice, and must wear a helmet at all times.
